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Alternative paths to education can provide digital skills while taking inclusion into account, and these
also need upgrading in Emerging Asia. Technical and vocational education and training (TVET) has great
potential in the digital era, but it suffers from an image problem in the region. TVET can be made more
attractive by offering flexible programmes, encouraging private-sector involvement and publicising its
benefits to students and their parents. Another alternative path is lifelong learning, which can also provide
the opportunity to acquire new digital skills. However, effective policy on adult education requires an
.extensive information base of good quality. Better data collection and monitoring are essential
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
